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When the foundation of genetics was created it used Pea plants.  Slowly the findings of this helped to develop more ideas, and at one point they used fruit flies to helped determine recessive and dominant traits, because fruit flies are easy to manage and produce new generations very quickly.  This formed the Chromosomes Theory of genetics. This theory helps explain DNA and mutation.  This eventually led into the Human Genome Project which is still working today to find out more about genetics, its a 15 year project.  The human genome project also helped develop and things like Applied Genetics.  And how the rings on a Nitrogenous Base effect the chromosomes.  Enzymes link the nucleotides together to create the two new DNA strands which are referred to as daughter cells. this process is known as DNA replication.
